 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1TO DEMONSTRATE THE SPIRIT’S POWER

1 Corinthians 2:1-16

Key Verses: 2:4,5

“My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit's power, so that your faith might not rest on men's wisdom, but on God's power.”

1. Read verses 1-5. Why didn’t Paul depend on eloquence or superior wisdom when he preached? (1,2) When Paul went to Corinth, what was his attitude? (3; Ac 18:9-11) What was the main theme of his message? (2b) How was his preaching with “a demonstration of the Spirit’s power”? (4) What does it mean to have faith resting on God’s power rather than on men’s wisdom? (5)
2. Read verses 6-10. What is “a message of wisdom” Paul spoke among the mature? (6-7) How different is God’s wisdom from the wisdom of this age? To whom is this wisdom revealed? (8-10; Mt 11:25,26)
3. Read verses 11-13. Why do men need to receive the Spirit of God to know the wisdom of God? (11) What is the spirit of the world? (12; Eph 2:2) What Spirit did we receive? What do we understand through the Spirit? (13; Ro 8:5,6) 

4. Read verses 14-16. Why can only spiritual men discern and teach spiritual things? (14) What privilege do spiritual men have? (15) Why aren’t they subject to any of man’s judgment? (15,16) What does it mean that we have the mind of Christ?
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
