HONOR GOD WITH YOUR BODY

1 Corinthians 5:1 - 6:20

Key Verses: 6:19,20
“Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body.”
1. Read 5:1-5. What serious problem did the Corinthian church have? (1) What was the attitude of the Corinthian Christians toward this problem? What did Paul teach them about how to deal with sexually immoral man in the church? (3-5) What is the purpose of this disciplinary action?

2. What would be the consequence if such public sin as sexual immorality were ignored in the church? (6) Why should a Christian fellowship get rid of the old yeast? (7-8) What is the “old yeast”? (Mk 8:15)

3. How should we Christians deal with sinful and adulterous people outside the church? (9-12) Why? What can we learn about discipline in the church?

4. Why shouldn’t Christian brothers bring lawsuits against one another? (6:1-7a) What should they rather be doing to settle disputes among themselves? (7b-8)

5. Who can and cannot inherit the kingdom of God? (9-11) What might be the excuse of those who rationalize their sinful lives? (12) Why shouldn’t we engage in sexual immorality? (13-20a) How should we use our body? (20b; Ro 6:13; Ro 12:1)
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
