4. To what extent should God’s people love the word of God? (18-20; Dt 6:6-9). What blessings would they receive when they love the Lord and obey his commands? (21-25)
5. What were the two choices set before God’s people? (26) What would determine whether they would receive the blessing or the curse in the Promised Land? (27-30) What should they do? (31-32)
