Key Verse: 10:32
1. Genesis 10 shows the general outline of the expansion of the peoples and nations of the world from Noah's three sons, after the Flood. How is this chapter different from the genealogies in Genesis 11 and 1 Chronicles 1? (5,20,31)

2. Who were the descendants of Noah's first son, Japheth? (2-5) Which territories did they spread out into? What evidence is there to show that the Indo-Europeans are the descendants of Japheth?

3. Who were the descendants of Noah's third son, Ham? (6-20) Which territories did they occupy? (8-11, 18-19) What was so significant about Nimrod that he received a special mention? (8-12) Was the first worldly kingdom good or bad? Why?

4. Who were the descendants of Noah's second son, Shem? (21-32) Where were their territories? Why were the Semites so special? Why do you think only Shem's genealogy appears in Genesis 11?

5. What is the significance of this chapter? Why is it important to know who we are and where we have come from? Why is it even more important to know how far we have fallen and who along is able to lift us up from our sin?
