1. When Abram arrived in Canaan, what did he find? (6b) Why do you think this was a surprise to him? (1-2)
2. What made the new place even more intimidating? (Num 13:27-29,31,33) How did God help him to grow in faith in this hostile environment? (7)
3. Hebrews 11:9-10 portrays Abram's life of faith in this stage as "a stranger in a foreign country." Why? We Christians are also called "pilgrims"; we are to be in the world and yet not of it. How is a pilgrim different from a drifter?
4. In his Pilgrim's Progress, John Bunyan describes the three marks of the pilgrim: he wears different clothing, he speaks a different language, and he holds different values. What does he mean?
5. What was Abram's response to God's promise? (7b,8) What is the significance of building altars? Are you a pilgrim like Abram?
