A SPIRITUAL VACATION

Genesis 12:10-20

Key Verse: 12:17

1. Why did Abram go to Egypt? (10) What shows that Abram's faith was faltering? Compare his motives in going to Egypt with his motives in going to Canaan.
2. What plan did he make before entering Egypt?  Why did he make such a plan? How would his careful calculations have turned out, had God not protected him and Sarai?
3. What should Abram have done when famine struck? To have faith means to trust God in good times and bad. Why is it important for us to keep our eyes on Jesus as we struggle with problems in life? (cf. Peter in Mt 14:30) When faced with a difficulty, which question do you ask more often, "Why has God let this happen to me? Doesn't he care?" or "Here is another opportunity for me to trust God. I wonder how he is going to help me grow in faith this time?"
4. Contrast Abram's life in Egypt with his life in Canaan.  Why didn't he build altars in Egypt?  What were the results of his lack of worship? (e.g., decline in self-confidence (11-12), more sin of lying, humiliation (18-19), etc.)
5. How did God protect Abram's family? What can we learn here about God?
