OUR SHIELD, OUR GREAT REWARD

Genesis 15:1

After this, the word of the Lord came to Abram in a vision: “Do not be afraid, Abram. I am your shield, your very great reward.”

1. What did God say to Abram in a vision? Why might Abram have been afraid? Why might he have needed assurance about a reward?
2. Is God your shield from your enemies? Do you have enemies because of your faith in God? If you encounter enemies for the gospel’s sake, what assures you that you don’t have to be afraid of them?

3. Who is our real enemy? (1Pe 5:8) God promises to shield the believer against Satan. How did God protect Job by placing a hedge around him even as he allowed Satan to test Job’s faith? How did Job glorify God’s name through his faith? (Job 1:21-22; 2:10)

4. Read 1 Corinthians 10:13. What does this verse teach us about God who is our shield against temptation? What temptation(s) do you currently face? What is your attitude toward the temptation: fascination or challenge by faith? Is your prayer, “Lord, I claim your promise that no temptation will come to me that I cannot overcome with your help,” or “Lord, lead me not into temptation”?

5. What does it mean God is our very great reward? What is the ultimate reward for those who follow Jesus? (Ro 8:17)
