Genesis 21:22-34

1. Why did Abimelech and Phicol come to Abraham a second time? (cf. 20:1-18) What complaint did Abraham have toward him? 
2. How has Abraham's basic attitude toward powerful worldly men changed since their last encounter? How was the matter resolved?
3. What does this event reveal about Abraham's growth in faith? What is the significance of Abraham's planting a tamarisk tree and calling on the name of the Lord (Jehovah El Olam (the Lord, the Eternal God))? What other names of God was Abraham introduced to? [El Elyon (God Most High, Creator of heaven and earth; Ge 14:19), "Shield" and "Very Great Reward" (Ge 15:1), Al Shaddai (God Almighty; 17:1)].

4. There are many other names of God in the Bible [e.g., Elohim (God; Ge 1:1), Jehovah (the Lord; Ge 2:4), Jehovah Jireh (the God Who Provides; Ge 22:14), El Roi (the God Who Sees Me; Ge 16:13-14), Adonai (the Lord), Jehovah Sabaoth (the Ord of Hosts), Jehovah Nissi (the Lord Our Banner), Jehovah Rophei (the Lord Who Heals), Jehovah Shalom (the Lord Our Peace), Jehovah Shammah (the Lord Who Is There), …]. Why do you think there are so many names for God? Which name(s) of God do you personally trust and cherish?
