3. How and when did Abraham respond to God's command? Why did he not tell the servant what he planned to do? What do his actions reveal about Abraham's faith?

4. As the two of them climbed the mountain together, how did Isaac make obedience even harder? Why didn't Abraham tell Isaac what he was going to do? What was his answer to Isaac's question? How does this answer plant faith in God in Isaac's heart?

5. What preparations did Abraham make to carry out God's command? What does this tell us about his faith? What did he believe about God? (Heb 11:17-19)
