1. Why did Abraham want his servant to make a long trip and find a wife for Isaac from among his relatives? Why do you think Abraham didn't want Isaac to marry a Canaanite?
2. How did Abraham's servant prepare for his mission? When he arrived in the town of Nahor, how did he begin to carry out his mission? What was the specific condition in his prayer? What kind of woman was he seeking for Isaac?
3. How did he react when a girl appeared who met the conditions of his prayer? What can we learn from his attitude of waiting on the Lord? How did he make sure that Rebekah was the girl God had chosen for Isaac? What did he do as soon as he was sure? What can we learn from him?
4. How did he respond to the hospitality which Rebekah's family extended to him? What was his main point in the long story he told them about his meeting with Rebekah? Why did he include such detail? How did Laban and Bethuel respond? Why?
5. What kind of girl was Rebekah? What was her decision? On what basis could she make such a decision? What can you learn from her about practical faith? What broader meaning did Rebekah and her family see in this marriage?
