Genesis 37:12-36

1. What was the errand Jacob gave his son Joseph? What does Joseph's attitude toward that errand show us about his character? (12-17)

2. Why did Joseph's brothers plot to kill him? How did they come to sell him to Midianite traders going to Egypt? How do you think Joseph felt? (cf. 42:21) How did the bitterness of the brothers turn into hatred and evil actions?

3. How did they explain to their father Jacob? How did Jacob grieve for Joseph? Who will grieve for you and hear your cries when you go through injustice? (Ps 23:4)

4. What shows that Joseph had not been stripped of his character even after he was stripped of his colorful coat? How was Joseph constantly aware of God's presence in Egypt? (39:9; 40:8; 41:16; 48:9; 50:19-20)
