Genesis 38:1-25

1. The strange story of Judah and Tamar seems to be out of place, inserted in the middle of the story of Joseph. Can you find good reasons for Genesis 38 to be exactly where it is?

2. Judah is guilty of three sins in this chapter, and they are progressive. First, what does his marriage to a pagan woman tell us about his personal relationship with God? Why does the Bible forbid the marriage of a Christian to a non-Christian? (2Co 6:14)

3. How was Judah unfaithful to his most solemn commitment? What seemed to have been his spiritual influence on his family?

4. What shows Judah was an immoral man? 

5. Martin Luther said that the story of Judah and Tamar was included in Genesis to rebuke presumption and to challenge despair. How does this story rebuke your presumption and challenge your despair?
