2. How did Joseph show a shepherd's concern for these men? What kind of help did they need from Joseph? Why could Joseph help them?

3. What was the chief cupbearer's dream, and how did Joseph interpret it? What can you learn from Joseph? (8)

4. What was the chief baker's dream? How was it different from the cupbearer's dream? In what respect does Joseph show himself to be an honest and faithful teacher of God's revealed will? Why is this important?

5. What request did he make of the cupbearer? (14,15) What does this request reveal about Joseph's view of his situation? Do you believe that God is working out the circumstantial details of your life? (Ro 8:28)
