"what IS THIS THAT GOD HAS DONE TO US?"
Genesis 42:24-35

1. Why do you think Joseph gave orders to put the grain money back in his brothers' sacks? (24-25; 43:23) When the brothers discovered the money in their sacks, why weren't they happy about getting it back? What was their reaction? (27-28, 35)
2. Read verse 28. Take notice that this was the first time in the long story of their family that any of Joseph's brothers mentioned God. They said, "What is this that God has done to us?" In what sense was this statement a significant breakthrough in their progress toward repentance?

3. Do you think the brothers used God's name in the manner some people today use in their expressions such as "My God!" "God knows," or "God (((( you"? What shows that the brothers were coming to grips with the true God at last? Can you answer the question, "Who is God?" in your own words?

4. Why do you think they found the presence of God in what seemed to be an insignificant event (return of their money)? Do you acknowledge the hand of God in some small details in your life or do you dismiss them as mere accidents? How can we find evidence of God's working in our daily lives?
