"EVERYTHING IS AGAINST ME!"

Genesis 42:36-38

1. Look at verse 36. How did Jacob react to his sons' report upon their return from Egypt? Why did he say that everything was against him? Have you ever felt the same way about your life (perhaps not everything is against you but at least some things are against you and no one is standing with you to share your burden)?

2. Romans 8:28 says: "And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose." However, in reality, "things" (circumstances) don't always go right for God's people. What are some of the sources of our troubles? Think about "the world" (Jn 15:19; Ro 12:2), our sinful nature (Gal 5:19-21), and the devil (1Pe 5:8). 

3. The prophet Elijah felt let down and discouraged after his great struggle against the prophets of Baal. How did he complaint to God? (1Ki 19:10,14) What was God's answer? (1Ki 19:18) 

4. As Christians, how can we overcome our adverse situations? (Ro 8:32-39) What should Jacob have done in his situation? (Ge 28:13-15) What would you do when you feel that everything is stacked up against you?
