2. What was Pharaoh’s reaction to the news that Joseph’s brothers had arrived? (16-23) Why did Pharaoh go to such elaborate lengths to help Joseph? What would this mean to his brothers with their burden of fear and guilt?

3. Look at verse 24. What did Joseph say to his brothers as they were leaving Egypt? Why? What is the cause of quarreling? (Ja 4:1-4) What is a cure? (Ja 4:7-8)

4. Describe Jacob’s reaction to the astounding news his sons brought back from Egypt. Why do you think the author used two different names (Jacob and Israel) in verses 25-28?
