Read 9-14.  What strengthens our faith and what does not?  How is Jesus different from priests who served in the temple?  How and why did Jesus suffer?  How can we share in his sufferings? (13; 1 Pe 4:13)

9.
What are the sacrifices that please God?  How can we offer such sacrifices? (15,16; 1 Th.5:16-18; Ac.16:24,25) What does it mean to "confess his name"? (Mt 26:35,72; 1 Pe 2:9; 1Ti 1:15b)

10.
Why should we obey our leaders?  How should we pray for them?  What is the author's prayer for them? (17-25) What can we learn here about how God works in and through his people?
