4. What purpose did Paul see in Israel’s rejection of Jesus? (11) What hope for Israel did he also see? (12) Why did he make so much of his Gentile ministry? (13-14) 
5. What blessing did the world receive through Israel’s rejection, and what does this mean? (15; Ro 5:10; 2Co 5:18-20) How did Paul see Israel? (16)
