5. How is David described? (12a, 18) What did God say to Samuel? (12b) Who chose David as the next king of Israel? (1b, 12b) What happened when David was anointed? (13, Ac 1:8)

6. What were the consequences of Saul’s disobedience to God? (14) How did he attempt to alleviate his tormented soul? (15-17)

7. How did David become Saul’s attendant? (17-23) What job did Saul give to David? (21) How did God train David under Saul to become the next king?
